What is a Regimental Sergeant Major?



 This position title designates the senior NCO 
of the command at battalion or higher levels.  
He or she carries out policies and standards
and advises the commander on the 
performance, training, appearance and 
conduct of enlisted Soldiers.  The Regimental 
Sergeant Major administers the unit 
Noncommissioned Officer’s Professional 
Development Program (NCOPD Program).

 Where is the CSM in combat/ during operations?

o BEFORE – planning phase; inspecting 
defensive positions; rehearsals; conducting 
pre-combat checks

o DURING – TOC; breech site; casualty 
collection, point; overwatch of emergency 
resupply; flank security

o AFTER - generating combat power; resetting 
the force
